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A first attempt 

• Standard contains criteria that ALL need to be met. 

• Certification confirms compliance with a standard 

• Standard can be government-mandated, stakeholder owned or privately-owned 

• Index is a composite score against multiple criteria 

• Rating orders assessed entities in classes or categories based on the index 

• The index can be based on % or classes 

• Criteria with indicators are the assessed (Green Industry) features  

• Features of enterprises and/or governments 

• Management, activity and/or performance 

• Leading to greening of industries and/or creation of green industries 
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• Green Economy Progress measurement framework 

• Aggregate supply 

• Natural Capital; Clean Physical Capital; Human Capital; and Social Capital 

• Aggregate demand 

• Consumption; Investment; and Trade
